Learning Objectives

Students participating in the 2010 Delaware Envirothon’s wildlife component of the state challenge are expected to:
1. Expand their understanding of ecosystems and the role that woodlands, meadows, and wetlands have with common wildlife species found in Delaware.

2. Identify the common species of wildlife in Delaware including mammals and birds.

3. Identify common wildlife signs; tracks, nests, scat, and owl pellets.

4. Learn to identify common species of birds by sight and sound.

5. Identify the individual skins/pelts/hides of common mammals found in Delaware.

6. Understand the difference between native and non-native plant species.
7. Become familiar with major laws and regulations protecting Delaware’s wildlife.

8. Understand Delaware’s natural history, hunting heritage and the role hunting plays in managing game species.

9. Understand the conservation practices used to manage non-game and endangered species of wildlife and their habitat. 

10. Learn about the Delaware Wildlife Action Plan.

11. Understand how Delaware’s changing demographics affects wildlife and their habitat.
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
